Information Items / Updates:


a.  
Discussion of Streetscape for 2009:  Most of the downtown is currently torn up, and the paving will be done next week.  

Sidewalks will end at the Water Tower Park on that side of M-37, and they will continue down to the City Offices on this 

side.

b.
Discussion of WWTP and Sewer rehabilitation project:  The project is starting right now.  The bids came in way under budget, 

which will allow the City to use grant funds to purchase some needed equipment.  Now they are installing cured-in-place liners to 

prevent further line deterioration of the existing lines.  Also, a plant upgrade is planned to allow for increased capacity which will 

allow for up to 130,000 gallons per day.  We are adding two additional systemic batch reactors (SBR’s) with the one million in grant 

funding and an additional loan of over 1.6 million at an interest rate of 2.65%.
