City Manager La Fave expressed his desire to create a dialogue between himself, the Commission, and the 
Clerk to discuss concerns, ask questions, and gauge the level of interest.  The position offer involves changing 
the Clerk’s title to either Deputy City Manager/Clerk or Assistant City Manager/Clerk based upon the June 
27, 2007 position offer from the City Commission.  Additional compensation would be in the form of 
reimbursement for up to four credit hour college courses and a seminar each semester on an annual basis.  The 
main duties and responsibilities for the position shall be that of the City Clerk along with additional assistance 
provided to City Manager as specified.  No additional hours per week will be offered, and customary yearly 
percentage increases will be given.
