Streetscape Enhancement Project Construction
City staff aggressively pursued grant funds to implement the much-needed streetscape in the downtown business area. In June 2007, we were thrilled to learn that our $125,000 grant request to the Fremont Area Community Foundation was granted! With this free "seed money", we subsequently applied for and received a $361,000 MDOT grant after applying for over $400,000. On May 26, 2009, we were informed the additional request of about $41,000 to The Fremont Area Community Foundation was also granted to help offset the cost increase since the spring of 2007. Letters and plans were sent to every property owner showing improvements planned for their property three separate times, and minor modifications have be made to minimize any concerns or individual business needs. The biggest concern among the businesses seemed to be over the small decorative trees, but the project is finished and the downtown is much more aesthetically pleasing. 

We are pleased to report that partnering with the Chamber of Commerce to purchase new rope lights for all 43 new light poles worked out well.  They were on display for the holiday season, and are much more energy efficient than the snowflake decorations.  We have no plans to use the snowflake decorations in the future, and the Chamber of Commerce will look into what can be done with them.
